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[Abstract] Objective To explore the nursing application and clinical effect of humanistic care in patients undergoing daytime surgery for ocular
fundus diseases. Methods 80 cases with ocular fundus diseases treated in our hospital from March 2018 to December 2019 were selected for
daytime surgery, and were divided into two groups with 40 cases in each group according to the random number table method. The control group
was given routine nursing, mainly according to doctor's advice, and coordinated with doctors for surgical treatment, while the observation group was
given humanistic care and nursing intervention for patients with fundus diseases undergoing daytime operation.The satisfaction of the two groups of
patients and doctors with nursing staff was compared. The operation postponement rate and operation cancellation rate were compared between the
two groups. The average hospitalization time and bed utilization rate of the two groups were counted. Results The scores of patients' satisfaction
and doctors' satisfaction in the observation group were (86.90 +2.50) and (89.62 +3.61) respectively, which were significantly higher than those
in the control group (78.51£2.11) and (80.14 +3.22), with statistical significance (P<0.05). The delayed rate and cancelled rate of operation in
the observation group were 7.50% and 2.50% respectively, which were significantly lower than those in the control group 37.50% and 30.00%,
respectively and the difference was statistically significant (P<<0.05). The total rate of postoperative pain, bleeding and increased intraocular pressure
in the observation group was 2.5%. It was significantly lower than that of the control group 22.5%, P<0.05. The average hospitalization time of the
observation group were (1.51 £0.20) days shorter than those of the control group (2.10£0.11) days, and the bed utilization rate was (96.51 +2.31)%,
which was higher than that of the control group [(89.20 +1.70)%] (P<0.05). Conclusion Humanistic care nursing for patients undergoing daytime
surgery for ocular fundus diseases can effectively improve nursing satisfaction, improve surgery efficiency and shorten hospitalization time.
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
